o Use previous experience and knowledge to complete tasks. 

o Set up components for welding according to specifications for the part or product. 

o Align components using calipers, rules, clamps, etc. 

o Utilize industry tools and equipment (Mig welding or wire feed welding most used) to expertly weld various metals 

and alloys. 

o Has the ability to use or learn how to operate properly all machinery used in the production process. (Forklift, Die 

Casting for patterns, Ironworker, Press Brake, Pedestal Grinder, Overhead Crane, Pedestal Drill, Bender, Stamping 

Machine, Plasma Cutter, Strapping Machine, Welders, and Pallet Jacks.) 

o Use Portable Arc Welder for welding at an off-site customer location. 

o Examines welding for bead size, reviews specifications, and prepares and completes work on materials by welding, 

cutting, grinding, and cleaning metal. 

o Use precision measuring tools to inspect grooves and angles. 

o Conduct tests to check weld quality and dimension tolerance. 

o Maintain proper equipment in a condition that does not compromise safety. Inform the team lead if maintenance is 

needed. 

o Work with other company machinery and tools throughout the manufacturing process. 

o Agile and able to move quickly and easily while working. Weld parts in flat, vertical, and/or overhead positions. 

o Move necessary materials around job area as assigned. 

o Clean up worksite debris to keep the work area clean and tidy. 

o Follow and enforce strict safety regulations such as wearing heat-resistant gloves, protective masks, and safety boots. 

o Willingness to be cross trained in other tasks pertaining to the manufacturing process and various departments as 

needed. 

o Knowledge of Cattle Industry/Livestock Handling Equipment Preferred.
